• Statement of Purpose: 3-5 double-spaced pages, 12-pt font. Use the form found on Graduate Division’s 

website at http://www.gdnet.ucla.edu/gasaa/admissions/MTERIALS.HTM and attach your statement of 
purpose to the form. Only one statement of purpose is required. In addition to the prompt found 
on the form, please address the following: 
♣ Why you want to become a social justice school leader in an urban community.   

 
• Essay Response, 3 double-spaced pages, 12-pt font. Please answer the following question: 

We would like to learn more about how you have been working for social justice.  Please briefly describe 
(1 page or less) one project you have initiated in your classroom, school, or community.  Then, explain (2 
pages or less) what you have learned from this initiative about yourself, or about teaching and learning, 
or about school change, or about leadership.  Note: the project you describe can be anything from a 
curriculum unit, to an effort to support struggling students, to engagement with parents, to an equity-
focused professional development workshop, to on-going alliances with grassroots organizing groups. 

 

• THREE sealed letters of recommendation. 
Please have your recommender write a formal letter, on official letterhead, and attach to the Letter of 
Recommendation form provided by Graduate Division. In order to be considered a recommendation, a 
letter must be included. We ask that one letter is from a current supervisor. We ask that you 
collect all letters of recommendation and send them with your application materials.

 • Resume or Curriculum Vitae (CV) 
 
 • Official Graduate Record Examination (GRE) score report from the Educational Testing Service 

UCLA’s institution code for this exam is R4837, and the department code is Other Education Fields. 
All prospective students to the Department of Education should take the GRE exam by December 15th.  
If scores are not received by January 15th, your application may be considered incomplete. Please plan 
accordingly. Please include your Social Security Number during registration for the GRE in order to 
prevent misdirection of scores. 

 
• Group Interview  

  All applicants to PLI MUST attend a Group Interview as part of the admissions process. Group Interviews 
will be held in Moore Hall on the UCLA campus.   You will sign up for an interview date and time when 
completing your online application.

Such 
applicants must submit scores received on the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) as part of their 
application.

If 
scores are not received by December 10th, your application may be considered incomplete. Please plan 
accordingly.
